(@) Opening Questions

Together as a family
spend a few minutes
discussing this question:

Q.1- “Do you think we
should celebrate Easter all
year, not only on one day

in April? Why?”

Q,2-“Easter looked
different for us this year.
What was your favourite

part?

Make sure everyone in
your family has a chance
to answer.




(2)BIBLE READING

Now is your opportunity to lead your
family through some scripture reading.
Encourage each child to go get their
bible.

Give them 30 seconds to get their bible
and get back to the couch.

*Parents- This is an amazing opportunity to learn
how accessible their bibles are on a daily bases.

-Ready-Set-Go

Once everyone has returned have
everyone look up the bible verse:
Romans 10:9

One at a time each member of your
family will read this verse from their
bible. Or, if children can’t read parents
can simply read it.

(If there are four people in your family
this verse should be read four times.)

After reading the bible verse:

Q3- “What does ‘You will be saved’
mean?” (Jesus forgives your sins and
makes you friends with God.)

Q4- “Do you remember what a sin is”?
(Bad things that separate us from God)

Once you've finished reading the verse
and answering the question carry on to
part 3!

@Video Lesson

Using the provided link play the
Konnect HQ video.

You will have fun chatting about
it after the video.

Encourage your children to do
the bible verse motions when
the Konnect crew leads them.

*Note: Today’s video shows us
the Konnect crew celebrating
Easter. Easter may have been a
few months ago, but Jesus’ life
and death are something to be
celebrated always! WE hope you
enjoy.

Once the video ends move on to
Part 4.

@ Family Activity

God showed grace to us. How

can you show grace to others?

(Forgive them, Be Kind, Pray for
them, Ask God to help you.)

This week your family has a fun
challenge to complete.

Q.8- How can you show Grace,
as a family to another family?
Together as a family brainstorm
ideas on:

a) A family you would like to
show Grace to.

B) Ways you can show that
family Grace.

Take this challenge above and
beyond and execute you ideas
to show Grace to others.

Prayer and Reflection

*Parents- Pick someone in your
family to facilitate this
conversation.

Say: “Konnect HQ would not be
the same without God’s Grace.
When we choose to follow
Jesus, He really does change us
and make us new.

Q.5- “After Jesus died on the
Cross what happened? ” (They
placed Him in a tomb, and three
days later He came back to life
to show His power over sin.)

Q.6- “Grace means we get
something good instead of
what deserve. What good
things do you think God does
for us when we choose to
follow Jesus ?” (God forgives
us, fixes our friendship with
Him, gives us power to live for
Him.)

Q7.- “What do you need to do
to get Jesus’ forgiveness and
be friends with God ? (Admit

you’ve sinned, ask for
forgiveness, believe Jesus is
alive and He is God’s Son, and
choose to live the way Jesus
did.)

Time to Pray!
Pray together as a family.
a)Do you children want to
pray?

b) Do the parents want to
pray?

c)Don’t know where to start?
Try out this repeat after me
prayer.

“Dear God/Thank you for
sending Jesus/To take the
punishment for our sins. Please
help us choose to follow Him.”
