Comfort Cards 
 

Learn together: 2 Corinthians 1:4 “He comforts us in all our troubles so that we can comfort others.” 

Read together: 
Today we are going to make something that will help us comfort others. A Comfort Card! 

 

You’ll need: 
• 1 Comfort Card Sheet Per 

Child 
• 1 Heart Bandage drawing per 

child. 

• Markers 

• Glues 

What to do: 
 

To Do 
1. Give each kid a Comfort Card activity sheet and a 
heart bandage label. 
 
2. Kids stick the bandage sticker over the broken heart 
on the front of the card, you’ll need glue or tape for this  
 
3. Kids think of a person they know who’s sad and write 
that person’s name in the card. 
 
4. Challenge kids to give the card to the person it’s for 
this week. 
 
5. If time allows, kids write or draw an encouraging 
note or pictures on the inside of the card. 

Choose questions to ask during the activity. 
1. How do you think these cards will comfort people? 
Answers will vary. 
 
2. What helped Harper, Mike, and Edison feel better?
